SAYING AND DOING

Dearest Friends,


Perhaps someone will remember my newsletter from last September 29 containing an expression of St. Francis which said: “Tanto un uomo sa, quanto fa” – “As much as a man knows, he does”. I commented confirming that the genius of Francis enables us to understand this: a knowledge which does not bear fruit not only is not good knowledge, but it is not even knowledge. This I applied to us of Assisi Pax who are called to work beyond that of pointing out the terms of a civilization of peace.  Well, in this letter of mine now, I wish to recall the necessity of passing over to facts/deeds, if we want to be believed when we speak. Here is the reason for which I remind you now of that which we are doing, in the hop not only of your collaboration, if possible, but also of your decision to do something in your world.

All this will be spoken of in detail at the upcoming Planning Board meeting of December19-20, 2009. It is also intended on that date to activate the Assisi Pax ONLUS. Moreover, on the same days of the 19-20, we will begin the Festival of Christmas Greetings to which all of you Associates and Friends are cordially invited. I am communicating this to you so that, whoever wishes, may take note and make your reservations also with other friends. Naturally this Festival doesn’t substitute for the Annual Assembly which will be held next March, 2010, to which are called, according to the Statutes, the Associates who are complying with the Association.
Another thing to keep in mind is the upcoming meeting on November 27 of which you are already aware. Such a meeting, as you also know, is reserved. At it will be present those Associates and friends of the Province of Chieti who intend to engage themselves in studying the local economic situation and to work in preparing a more ample and involved Meeting in the Spring of 2010, in which the economic growth of the territory will occupy us, though it would have the sense of solidarity and spirituality.
All this I present to you in order to solicit from you, Associates of Assisi Pax, other initiatives useful in the building up of a civilization of peace.

I don’t mean to be longer than this. Know that I remember you and also pray for you.
